The architecture of Late Antiquity. Diocletian’s (280-312) reforms included a
complete restructuring of the system of governance, the “Tetrarchy”. The new system
left its unmistakable stamp on all aspects of Roman society and culture. The tetrarchic
architecture has been seen as one of the clearest gauges of the social changes that took
place at the time. An emphasis was placed on fortification and related architectural
schemes. To the increased external threats against the empire, a growing need for
better security was made manifest in the construction of walls around existing cities.
The changes in the system of government arose a need for new imperial palaces in
the new capital cities. This period witnessed a sharp increase in the construction of
new fortified urban settlements, most of which were connected by a network of roman
roads. New building methods found their way during this period: the use of carefully
worked stone ashlars and the use of brick in vaulting.

Constantine I (305-337) and his successors follow the policy of their
predecessors by reinforcing the /imes and rebuilding the newly fortified cities. The
most spectacular of Constantine’s urban enterprises was the establishment of the new
capital, Constantinople. Though the Christian Church became his principal
beneficiary, he did not make a clear break with the pagan past. In Constantinople not
only were the ancient pagan monuments allowed to stand, but new pagan structures
were actually built. For a new capital of the Christian Roman Empire, the city had
remarkably few churches, and an equally remarkably pagan appearance. The
architectural patronage of Constantine and his successors was largely focused on
secular building.

The fifth century was dominated by ecclesiastical building activity that affected
major urban centers as well as the countryside. The Church, no doubt with state
support, became by far the greatest builder during this period. The fifth century is a
period of standardization of the ecclesiastical architecture. A distinctive category of
building combining military with other functions made its appearance during this
century.

In the sixth century the empire relived the moments of its greatest glory.
Sixth-century architecture reveals a major shift in design experimentation. The single
most challenging aspect of architecture was the introduction of domes into basilical
churches. The greatest share of building activity belonged to the category of
fortification architecture.

The prevalent form of building activity during the seventh and eighth
centuries would seem to have been confined to rebuilding and adaptive work. Major
new projects were rare, and when they did materialize they were located in the main
urban centers. At the same time the territorial shrinking of the empire led to the
depopulation of many -once important— urban centers, which were substantially
destroyed and often abandoned.

Die friihchristlichen Monumente der Insel Rhodes — neuere Funde. Die Zahl
der bis heute bekannten frithchristlichen Monumente des Dodekanes betrigt um die
zweihundertfiinfzig (250), davon befinden sich tiber hundert auf der Insel Rhodos.
Zukiinftige Forschung wird sicherlich die Anzahl weiter ansteigen lassen.

In der Regel handelt es sich um dreischiffige Basiliken des einfachen
hellenistischen Typus. Sie sind von groen Dimensionen, tragen eine Holzdecke, oft
sind die FuBbéden mit Mosaiken bedeckt und die Wiande mit Malereien geschmiickt.
Eine dichte Besiedlung, wirtschaftliche, geistige, kiinstlerische und kulturelle Bliite
bildeten die Vorraussetzungen zur Entstehung dieser Monumente.

Wihrend der Spitantike (4.-6. Jh. n. Chr.) bildeten die Inseln des Dodekanes
eine Briicke zwischen Ost und West und auch Nord und Siid. Ebenfalls bestand eine
enge Beziehung zwischen den Inseln des Dodekanes und Kleinasien.

Seit dem Ende des 6. Jhs. n. Chr. wurden diese Monumente allmdhlich
zerstort, Erdbeben, Brinde, Uberschwemmungen, feindliche Einfille, Biirgerkriege
u.a. haben dazu beigetragen.

Bisher sind erst wenige dieser Monumente ausgegraben, systematisch erforscht
und publiziert worden. Es ist aber wichtig, dass sie zunichst lokalisiert und bekannt
werden, damit sie geschiitzt sind. Sie konnen in Zukunft ausgegraben und
systematisch erforscht werden.

1 Mosaici pavimentali delle isole del Mar Egeo, con enfasi sul Dodecaneso,
durante la tarda antichita. I raporti con 1 mosaici delle regioni vicine ad est. La
grande fioritura delle decorazioni pavimentali a mosaico nel Mediterraneo Orientale
ha di conseguenza comportato la formazione graduale, dal IV secolo d.C. in poi, di
una koiné artistica, espressa attraverso I'ampia diffusione e I'uso a lungo termine di
certi modi di composizione, nonché la predilezione costante in un esteso, bensi
concreto, repertorio tematico. I fattori principali che hanno confluito alla formazione
di questa koiné artistica sono sia la ricca tradizione, gia esistente dall’eta romana
imperiale, che i cambiamenti e le differenziazioni che inevitabilmente ha comportato
la prevalenza del cristianesimo sull'iconografia dell’arte del suddetto periodo.

Queste tendenze artistiche generali sono da collegare con i grandi centri di
produzione del periodo storico in esame, come per esempio la Siria e Costantinopoli.
Partendo da questi centri importanti, si diffondevano in seguito, influenzando la
produzione artistica nelle altre regioni dell'impero in misura maggiore o minore.

Dal IV secolo d.C. in poi, parallelamente alla formazione della koiné artistica,
per effetto della circolazione delle botteghe di mosaicisti nelle diverse regioni del



Mediterraneo Orientale, ha avuto inizio la formazione di uno stile provinciale di
caratteristiche omogenee.

La posizione geografica nevralgica delle isole del Mar Egeo nel Mediterraneo
Orientale ha facilitato la diffusione libera di influenze e di influssi, nonché la
partecipazione di questa regione alle tendenze artistiche generali.

La presente relazione si focalizza sui rapporti dei mosaici pavimentali prodotti
dalle botteghe provinciali nella zona del Mar Egeo - non solo tra di loro ma anche con
1 mosaici delle regioni vicine ad Est. Tra gli elementi pit importanti per lo studio
delle loro caratteristiche comuni sono liconografia e I'impostazione dei temi, in
particolare il modo di composizione dei temi figurativi, I'uso di alcuni temi rari
provenienti dal repertorio geometrico e I'utilizzo dei colori.

La presente ricerca non puo ancora arrivare a delle conclusioni precise perche
si basa, almeno per quanto riguarda i mosaici di Costantinopoli e delle coste dell’Asia
Minore, soltanto ad un numero limitato di mosaici gia pubblicati. Lo studio
approfondito e sistematico di questo materiale prezioso nel futuro potrebbe offrirci
una rilettura piu chiara e completa dei rapporti e delle influenze reciproche tra i
mosaici delle regioni in esame.

General observations on sculpture in Rhodes during the early Christian period:
Types of Capitals. In the Early Christian period (4th-6th c.) Rhodes emerged as an
important ecclesiastical and cultural centre. This succeeded a prosperous Hellenistic
city and its harbour remained a naval and commercial nexus, as an intermediate stop
between the commercial cities of the eastern Mediterranean and Constantinople. This
eminent position was reflected on the substantial number of these imposing
monuments typical of the period, the basilicas, which were embellished with
remarkable architectural elements (columns, capitals, imposts, mullions) and rich



interior furnishings (sanctuary screens, ambos, altars). Of the numerous such
sculptured elements those best preserved were reused in the restoration of the Grand
Masters' Palace, while the rest were collected in specially designated areas in the
Archaeological Service compound for safekeeping.

The scope of the present paper will be limited to the concise presentation of the
types of capital encountered on Rhodes. These are the Corinthian with its variants
(«lyre» capital, bipartite, Theodosian) and Ionic impost capital. Statistically, relying on
the data gathered so far, Ionic impost capitals outnumber Corinthian «lyre» capitals, a
proportion evident in the other Dodecanese Islands.

The capitals were mostly cut in local stone encountered in the Lardos («Lartian
stone» and a purple stone with grey, yellow or white veins) and Kamiros area (pale
pink with greyish or whitish stains). Many are carved in greyish marble probably
derived from Kos or the quarries of the Anatolian interior, a provenance that cannot
be ascertained without laboratory analysis. Finally, several pieces have been carven in
Proconnesan marble; mostly bases, columns and some Corinthian yre» capitals,
imported to Rhodes already partly worked, but finished there.

In a few of these pieces the name of the donor has survived, as is the cases of
the Ionic impost capitals at the Virgin Katholiki at the village of Afandou, the tectonic
capital with the Eutropius monogram from the basilica of Kalathos and the columns
of the basilica at Plemmyri.

The sea routes in the Aegean during the Early Byzantine period: the ceramic
evidence. In the recent years there has been an important increase in archaeological
studies dealing with Early Byzantine pottery. The identification of local productions,
imports, and rarely of pottery workshops led to a better understanding of the
organization of trade and exchange relationships as well as the network of the sea
routes in the Aegean.

In the present study are examined certain classes of imported and local pottery
dating from the end of the 6" to the 8" century. More specifically, the focus is on
good quality vessels with red slip (Late Roman terra sigillata), late examples of
cooking pots, early examples of glazed vessels from Constantinople, and amphorae.
The study of ceramics produced during the 7" or even the early 8" century or of new
types emerging at the time leads to a better acquaintance with the Middle Ages of
Byzantium and allows a closer look into the sea routes.

The integrated study of archaeological data and historical sources indicates the
importance of the coastal and island settlements for the sea trade and the
communication with the byzantine territories in the west during the 7™ century.
Moreover, it stresses the effort of the central administration to reinforce and protect
the islands during the 8" century in order to deal effectively with the Arab menace.

Pottery workshops in the Dodecanese during the early Byzantine period: the
example of Cos island. In the last decades pottery workshops have been discovered in
the islands of the Dodecanese, in Cos, Carpathos and Leipsoi, dated from the middle
of the 6™ to the 7" and 8" centuries AD. The workshops in Cos are situated in the
countryside and near the seashore; various types of kilns were excavated that
produced mainly commercial amphorae (LRA3 B2 and B4, imitation of LRA1 and
Ephesus 56, Globular Byzantine amphorae), common pottery, lamps and also
mudbricks. The workshop of Leipsoi, dated in the transitional period of the
Byzantine Empire (8" century), produced imitation LRA1 amphorae. In Carpathos
there are indications for the production of imitation Cretan amphorae in the 7th
century. In the «capital» of the islands, Rhodes, there is no kiln excavated or
published, although evidence exists for local production. Thus we can argue that
during the 7™ and 8" centuries the islands were part of the commercial routes of the
east Aegean, providing the capital and the army with wine, olive oil and garum.

Early Christian Kalymnos. The Early Christian period was a heyday for
Kalymnos, due to the prevailing peaceful conditions and its geographical location in
proximity to routes of maritime trade.

The settlements of this period in the areas of Vathys, Stimenia, Kantouni,
Emporios, Skalia, in the intermediate area of Kalymnos — Telendos, were close to the
sea, which served the needs of trade, fishing and transport. These settlements were
extensive, without any specific urban plan. The most important of them are located at
the harbor of Vathys on Kalymnos and at the eastern coast of Telendos. Economic
and commercial activities were concentrated and developed within the settlements.
These were mainly agriculture, stock raising, fishing and trade. Produce —wine, olive
oil, salted meat and fish, fruits and nuts— were transported in amphorae and pithoi.
Table vessels and lamps were imported from the major centres of production and
harbours of the period, in Asia Minor, North Africa and Cyprus. Mercantile
transactions were facilitated by the use of coinage.



After the establishment of Christianity as the official religion of the Roman
Empire, several churches of large dimensions, in the type of the basilica, were built on
Kalymnos during the fifth and sixth centuries. The sanctuary of Apollo Dalios was
destroyed and on its site the «three-aisled» basilicas of Christ of Jerusalem and the
Holy Wisdom, which was triconch, were erected. At Emporios of Kalymnos and on
the east coast of Telendos there are ruins of bathhouses. The principal type of Early
Christian grave on Kalymnos is with vaulted roof and above ground. The built
constructions preserved on the roofs of some early mortuary monuments are
associated with banquets for the dead (nekrodeipna). Vaulted built tombs exist above
ground at Vothyni, in the Vathys valley, as well as at the locality Petki on Telendos.

A watershed in the historical course of the island was the catastrophic
earthquake in the mid-sixth century (554). However, despite the extensive
destructions, the churches were repaired and the settlements continued in use. From
the mid-seventh century, due to the Arab incursions, most of the coastal settlements
were abandoned and the inhabitants founded fortified settlements in the
mountainous interior, such as Aghios Constantinos, Galatiani and Castelli.

Coins in the Dodecanese Islands from the 4" to the 7" century A.D. The coins
which circulated in the Dodecanese Islands from the 4™ to the 7" century inclusive,
also known as the Early Christian period, were produced by Late Roman mints; they
are presented as an element of the social and political history of a particularly
disturbed but fascinating era, marked by the dearth of written sources but awash with
archaeological evidence which often startles with its sophistication. This is a period of
political and social upheavals, when the spread of Christianity went hand-in-hand
with the decline of the ancient world, while new social and administrative structures
gradually became dominant.

The history of the coinage follows developments at two different levels: that of
the gold, a basic tool of government which remained remarkably stable, and that of
base-metal issues, which underwent drastic transformations and reflect more
accurately the daily realities of a society concealed behind the facade of imperial
majesty. Information on the gold coinage is based on broader studies dealing with the
development and operation of Late Roman coinage and finance, while that on the
petty coinage comes mostly from the excavation of local sites. Understanding the role
of the gold coinage is necessary for the proper assessment of imperial policy, while
copper coins provide us with valuable insights on matters of local significance and the
daily life of the common man, to some degree making up for the silence of the written
sources.

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EARLY BYZANTINE MOSAIC PAVEMENTS FROM THE
CHATZIANDREOU BASILICA («GREAT BASILICA») IN
RHODES"

The discovery of the «great basilica» in the city of Rhodes, in the late 1960s, was of
major archaeological importance not only for the island but also for the Dodecanese.
Excavations in the Chatziandreou plot (fig. 1), at the junction of Cheimarras and Pavlou
Mela streets in the west part of the modern town of Rhodes, were conducted
intermittently between 1968 and the early 1980s, under the supervision of the late Elias
Kollias, to the memory of whom the present volume is dedicated. These brought to light
the remains of a three-aisle basilica with transept, narthex, atrium, baptistery and
outbuildings'. The church, including the narthex, was over 60 m. long and 23 m. wide.
These measurements make the Chatziandreou basilica the largest in the Dodecanese and
one of the largest in Greece.

Unfortunately, this monument’s fortunes were inversely proportionate to its size
and value. The complex stratigraphical problems that arose in the course of excavating
the basilica, due to the serious disturbance of the strata, demanded continuous and
systematic research in order to distinguish and to date its building phases as accurately as
possible, and to enhance the importance of its art. To the contrary, under the
tremendous pressure to release the plot for real-estate development, the excavators were
only able to carry out brief investigations, uncovering important remains of the
architectural, sculptural, painted and mosaic decoration, many of which were buried
under tonnes of cement when blocks of flats were erected on top of the basilica.

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The picture of the Chatziandreou basilica, resulting from the excavation data, can
be summarized as follows: First, three building phases are distinguished, the earliest
dated to around the mid-fifth century and the latest to the reign of Justinian®. In my
view, the second phase, which has not yet been defined, should be linked with the
catastrophic earthquake that struck Rhodes in 515/16, also causing severe damage on the
Asia Minor coast’. The excavation data actually corroborate this view, as an extensive
destruction layer was found between the first and second stratum®. The church was
probably violently destroyed during the Arab incursion in the mid-seventh century,
when worship here ceased’. The basilica was built on top of an earlier edifice, possibly a
sanctuary, from which important mosaics dating from the third century BC to the
second-third century AD were recovered (figs. 2-3)°. Second, the transept was formed
probably in the second building phase and was completed by the arrangement of the
three aisles in the third phase of the basilica according to the excavation data’. The two
phases of the transept are confirmed also by the corresponding layers of the mosaic
pavements in its south part, while it seems that there was also a third pavement, of opus
sectile, in the transept®. Third and last, the east part of the basilica was most probably
roofed by a vault’, as is deduced from the increase in size as well as the reinforcement of
the piers at the point of intersection of the transept with the central aisle.

The evidence available for the art of this important monument is meager and
includes only a very few fragments of the mural decoration'’ and a few architectural
sculptures. The mosaic pavements are the only artworks that can offer a more integrated
picture, albeit still begging many questions. Given the piecemeal nature of the excavation
data, due in large part to the lack of clear chronological indicators for the stratigraphy,
such as coins, it is not possible to include the corpus of mosaics securely in the building
history of the monument. Nor is it possible to date them confidently, with the exception
of some mosaics from the narthex. It is possible to group and to date only certain
mosaics that present close stylistic similarities and a common conception in the
organization of the compositions.

Consequently, aim of the present study is first of all to publish this important

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material, which despite its fragmentary nature constitutes the unique'' in extent corpus
of mosaics known from Rhodes. Together with the exploration of the relations and
reciprocal influences between the mosaics from the Chatziandreou basilica and mosaics
from elsewhere in Greece and the West, as well as with mosaics produced in the major
artistic centres of the Eastern Mediterranean, these are the basic reasons for studying this
material from the Rhodian monument.

MOSAICS IN THE NARTHEX

The mosaics in the narthex are exceptionally interesting because, in contrast to
those from the other spaces, they were revealed over a wide area and offer important
data on the monument’s art. They belong to two phases of decoration: the first phase is
visible in a small part of the composition dated by Pelekanides and Atzaka to the mid-
fifth century'®, while the second and better preserved phase, covering a large part of the
narthex, is dated to the sixth century and correlated possibly with the earthquake of
515/16.

The composition covering a large part of the narthex (fig. 4) is divided lengthwise
into three panels of unequal size, determined by the extent of their decoration. It
comprises a central panel, exactly in the space of the threshold of the entrance to the
central aisle of the church, where a small part of the first phase of decoration is
preserved, and on either side of it two larger panels of parallelogram shape, the
decoration in which is linked with the second phase. From the first phase in the central
panel, which survives in fragmentary state, is the shield of triangles motif within a circle
inscribed in a square (fig. 5). Depicted in the northwest spandrel of the square is a vase
from which sprouts a vine branch'®. On the lateral sides of the square are twisted column
motifs (fig. 6), the one on the south side represented in detail with imitation Corinthian
base and capital. The shield of triangles', a motif known from Roman times, appears

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frequently both in secular buildings and in Early Christian basilicas, as for example in
Thessaloniki'’, Antikyra and Lamia'®, and Aegina'’, and fairly frequently in Eastern
Mediterranean regions. Columns are not a common subject in mosaics and are
encountered very rarely in Greece, as at Megalopolis', whereas they occur more
frequently in Eastern Mediterranean mosaics.

In the basilica at Deir esh-Sharqi (5" century) and the church of St John (540) at
Oum Hartaine in Syria'’ columns are combined with iconographic subjects from the
animal kingdom, while in the composition with columns in the Hors-les-Murs basilica in
the area of Dibsi Faraj in northern Syria, which is dated 429, the architectural
conception is clear:* four fluted columns are depicted in line, linked by pointed arches.
Last, of interest too is a category of representations in which pairs of columns are joined
in arcade, between which are praying female personifications®'.

Preserved also in the central panel is part of the repair to the mosaic, made in the
second decoration phase of the narthex. The damage to the mosaic at this point, which
was perhaps caused by the collapse of part of the roof, was repaired hurriedly by an
artist who tried to continue the initial composition, but without success. This is obvious
both in the simplified rendering of the motif of intersecting circles forming quatrefoils,
exactly above the shield of triangles of the first phase, and in the motif of tangent peltae
with central Solomon knot (fig. 7)* to the right of the threshold of the entrance to the
central aisle. Although the artist saw the subject in the surviving part of the mosaic, he
was unable to replicate it and from the point of destruction it is continued completely
distorted. The combination of peltae and Solomon knot* is known from Roman times in

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mosaics from both eastern and western Illyricum™.

Represented in the panels on either side of the central one are circular
compositions formed by geometric shapes interlooped in such a way as to create
composite formations in rich colours. Most of the panel to the left of the central one is
filled by a rare pattern of adjacent octagons decorated by a rectangular guilloche tangent
to the opposed peltae, alternately upright and recumbent (fig. 8). Among the earliest
examples of this pattern®, which is known from the Roman period, is that in the House
of Leukaktios at Ptolemais in Libya, dated to the last quarter of the third century®. It is
not known from anywhere else in Greece, whereas it has been identified on part of a
mosaic from a secular building in the North African town of Sousse, which has been
dated to the late fifth or the early sixth century”. It is interesting that in Rhodes, in
addition to the Chatziandreou basilica, exactly the same subject was identified in the
neighbouring apsidal building in Cheimarras Street™, prompting the view® that both
mosaics were created by the same workshop, as well as in a basilica in the area of
Ialyssos®. The composition of tangent octagons is framed by bands of polychrome
round-tongued double guilloche opened to form eyelets, running in opposite directions,
and a bichrome band of tangent horizontal spindles and pairs of vertical spindles.
Preserved to the east of this composition is a small part decorated with the pattern of
poised tangent octagons forming four-point stars with an axially inscribed square (fig.
9)°. The colours alternate, creating the effect of an orthogonal pattern of tangent
hexagons, while the pattern creates the illusion of intersecting 16-sided polygons. This
subject, known already from Early Roman times, is encountered in the eastern and
western Illyricum,g’2 as well as in the wider area of the Eastern Mediterranean™.

Of interest is the geometric composition decorating the panel to the right (south)
of the central one. The main pattern is of poised tangent octagons (fig. 10) defining a
four-point star decorated at its centre by smaller octagons. The tangent octagons bearing

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a circle inscribed with a variety of geometric motifs, such as a six-point star with central
knot (fig. 11), single eight- or twelve-petal rosettes (fig. 12), wreath-like pattern within a
circle and around a circle of eight small circles interlooped tangentially, orthogonal
pattern of quasi-tangent poised quadrilobes of peltae tangent to a central inscribed
quatrefoil saltire in another colour (fig. 13)*!, cross bearing simple guilloche set among
spindles”™, intersecting squares, etc. Geometric filling motifs are repeated in the small
octagons too. The pattern of tangent octagons defining four-point star motifs®, in the
south panel of the narthex of the «great basilica» in Rhodes, although known from early
Roman mosaics is most unusual in Greece. In southern Greece it is depicted identical in
a mosaic uncovered in the Loukous monastery at Astros, Kynouria, which probably
originates from the Early Christian edifice’”. In the Aegean, outside Rhodes it is
encountered in Cos™ and in a mosaic in the Archaeological Museum of Bodrum (anc.
Halikarnassos)®.

To the south of the narthex, in a rather indeterminate space that perhaps
belonged to an outbuilding, part of another mosaic with geometric decoration was
revealed. Although badly damaged, it is quite clear that this is a work of the same artistic
conception and the same stylistic quality as the rest of the narthex mosaics. Here too
there are tangent octagons, which include an assortment of rare geometric subjects, such
as the radial motif (fig. 14).

The mosaics of the second phase of decoration of the narthex are distinguished by
the quality of their craftsmanship and the rarity of their subjects. Characteristic of the
dominant artistic conception is the density in the arrangement of subjects on a
continuous surface and the diversity of motifs filling the geometric shapes that make up
the mosaic compositions. The resultant effect resembles an elaborate carpet.

SOUTH AISLE
Two mosaic compositions were brought to light in the south aisle: the first, with a

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border of a simple guilloche opened to form eyelets, has intersecting circles forming
quatrefoils as central pattern. The centre of the circles is decorated with small squares
and the centre of the foils of the quatrefoils with concave squares (fig. 15)". This
variation of the common pattern of intersecting circles is unusual in Greece. Amongst the
earliest examples is the mosaic from the house at 90 Kassandrou Street in Thessaloniki
(late 4" century)*', while the subject appears later in the baptistery at Hypate and the
basilica at Daphnousia®®. In a similar manner, the motif is encountered in the Eastern
Mediterranean, as in basilicas of Cyprus®™ and Syria**. The same motif was used also in
Judaic iconography®. The second composition consists of two panels: the first filled with
a rectangular pattern of scales (fig. 16) and the second with intersecting octagons
defining squares (fig. 17)*°. The compositions are separated by a border decorated with
tangent quatrefoils formed by interlooped circles. The mosaics in the south aisle most
probably belong to the same phase of decoration as those of the second phase in the
narthex, in which case they should be dated to the sixth century.

To the east of the south aisle, the geometric composition of tangent concave
octagons defining poised squares and containing smaller concave octagons was revealed
(fig. 18). This pattern*” is very common in the geometric repertoire of mosaic pavements,
in the eastern and western Illyricum.

SOUTH TRANSEPT

The mosaics in the transept, and specifically its west part, belong to two phases.
The earlier layer, with purely geometric thematic repertoire, is preserved in relatively
good condition, offering research important evidence for the art of the Chatziandreou
basilica. As in the narthex, here too the compositions are distinguished by the density in
the arrangement of motifs over a continuous surface, creating a carpet-like effect. The
basic composition consists of tangent octagons defining poised squares. The sides of the
octagons and the squares are decorated by a simple guilloche (fig. 19). The motif, known
from Roman pavements®, is virtually unknown in Greek mosaics, with the exception of

fourth century®. The pattern is encountered in a more composite form, enriched with a
variety of geometric motifs displaying affinity to the Chatziandreou mosaic, and also with
figural motifs, in Early Byzantine mosaics of the Eastern State, as for example in Syria®
and in Cyprus®', which are dated mainly to the fifth and sixth centuries.

The octagons of the composition in the transept, like those in the narthex, present
a wide variety of rare geometric ornaments, which are not repeated. Some of these are
simple, such as the eight-petal rosette, while others are quite complex, such as the
octagon bearing intersecting squares with inscribed circle, or the octagon bearing a circle
with inscribed concave square enclosing a circle forming quatrefoils (fig. 20). The close
relation between the mosaics of the first layer of the south transept and those of the
second layer of the narthex is obvious in the iconography, the style and the artistic
conception in general. For these reasons, I believe that they date to the same years of the
sixth century and should probably be attributed to the same workshop.

The mosaic composition of the second phase, found exactly above the first, consists
of four panels (fig. 21) orientated north-south, enclosing the following subjects: in the
first panel, octagons defining squares and enclosing birds and floral decoration; in the
second poised tangent squares enclosing smaller squares’; in the third intersecting
circles forming quatrefoils and containing small circles (fig. 22); and in the last panel,
tangent octagons and crosses forming hexagons (fig. 23). Inscribed in the octagons of the
last panel are various probably faunal motifs, hardly any of which have survived, such as
the dolphin with trident tail, a particularly popular subject in Hellenistic mosaics™. The
panels are bordered by ivy scroll. Particularly interesting among the aforesaid subjects,
due to its rarity in Greece, is the combination of tangent octagons and crosses’. The

motif is known from third- and fourth-century Roman mosaics™, the earliest examples
being those at Aquileia®, Rome’” and in Africa.”® In the same period it was used also in
the northern part of Eastern Illyricum®, in Thessaloniki®, Antikyra and Klapsi®', as well
as elsewhere in Greece.” In the sixth century it was used in important regions of the
Eastern Mediterranean, such as Crete®®, Cypru564, Lycia65, Antioch® and ]ordan67, from

where it spread also to the Aegean islands®.

SOUTHEAST OUTBUILDING

A small piece of mosaic, now in the Rhodian church of Our Lady of the Castle
(Panagia tou Kastrou), comes from the southeast outbuilding of the Chatziandreou
basilica. The central composition consists of tangentially interlooped circles and squares

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(fig. 24) enclosing faunal and marine motifs. The border is decorated with the usual
motif of tangent quatrefoils that are formed from interlooped circles. The pattern® is
encountered in Eastern Illyricum”™ and in Greece. During the sixth century it was widely
diffused in the Eastern Mediterranean region’', where it persisted for a long period”. It
is known from two mosaics found in buildings in central Athens”™ and mainly from
basilicas in the Dodecanese, of St. Anastasia in Carpathos74 and at Kapama in Cos™. The
pattern is found also in the northern provinces of Eastern Illyricum’ and in the Eastern
Mediterranean, from where it presumably influenced the mosaicists working in
Carpathos.

NORTH AISLE AND NORTHWEST BAY

Only scant remains of mosaics are known from the north part of the basilica.
Preserved in the northwest bay is the pattern of tangent octagons and crosses forming
hexagons. The octagons are decorated with birds and vessels (figs. 25-27). The same
pattern appears in the mosaics of the first layer of the south transept, where too the
decorative conception is the same. The similarity not only with regard to the grid but
also to the use of the octagon motifs, as well as the stylistic similarities between the two
mosaics, generates the hypothesis that they belong to the same phase of decoration.

Certain mosaics uncovered in the north aisle of the basilica, and presently kept in
the garden of the Panagia tou Kastrou in the Old City of Rhodes, also date to this phase.
The composition on these consists of eight panels enclosing the following motifs (fig. 28):

a shaded band (fig. 29)”". The border of the panels is decorated with a simple guilloche.

In conclusion, according to the photographic material and the limited data from
the excavation daybook, the decorative phases of the mosaic pavements of the
Chatziandreou basilica can be summarized as follows: the earliest mosaics of the fifth
century are preserved fragmentarily in the narthex. The greater part of the decoration
in the narthex, the mosaics of the first layer in the south transept, as well as the mosaics
in the other spaces of the basilica, belong to the second building phase, which is
associated with the earthquake in 515/16. The four-panel composition of the second
layer in the transept is dated to the reign of Justinian. The mosaics of the basilica are an
important body of material for studying tessellated pavements in the Aegean islands,
because they fill in gaps in our knowledge of the artistic relations of the islands with the
other regions of the Byzantine Empire. Rhodes, along with the rest of the Aegean
islands, was not an artistic centre of the first order. Nevertheless, thanks to its strategic
geographical location on the maritime trade routes in the Eastern Mediterranean’, it
had the privilege of following current artistic developments taking place in the
important centres of the period. As emerges from the foregoing examination, the place
of the Chatziandreou basilica mosaics in the artistic production of the Eastern
Mediterranean can be summarized as follows: the first and general conclusion is that the
mosaics bear witness to the assimilation of the koiné of artistic expression with the
domination of geometric decoration, which from the fourth century onwards exerted
considerable influence on notable workshops of Syria, as well as of other major Eastern
Mediterranean centres’. It is characteristic that no human figure appears in the extant
mosaics, while the few figurative motifs from the animal world do not interrupt the unity
of the aniconic decoration. The preference for interlacing geometric patterns, the
rendering of familiar geometric patterns in an imaginative way over the surface of the
floor, the combination and the variety of the filling motifs, which create a vibrant
colourful carpet, especially in the narthex, are traits of accomplished Syrian workshops,
which created compositions of this kind in splendid monuments of the last quarter of the
fourth century™. As has been observed, the variety of motifs filling the geometric shapes
making up the mosaic compositions of the second layer in the narthex and the first layer

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in the transept is typical mainly of Late Antique mosaics in both East and West*. These
mosaics express common artistic conceptions, are dated to the sixth century and in all
likelihood were made by the same workshop.

The second conclusion that emerges from study of the Chatziandreou basilica
mosaics is that they attest the importance of local workshops constantly on the artistic
alert, which enriched their repertoire with rare motifs that impart vitality and durability
to their works, setting them off from the rest. Thus, it is shown that workshops active in
Rhodes, as well as in other islands such as Cos, reproduced iconographic motifs directly
from leading artistic centres of the Eastern Mediterranean, with which they were in
constant contact, keeping abreast of developments in art™. In this way the mosaicists who
worked in the «great basilica» of Rhodes made a significant contribution to the
development of local production, which although not distinguished by the successful
rendering of motifs, nonetheless sought out and used different and novel ones. This
gives an insight into the inquiries and, in the end, the artistic personality of their
provincial creators. The surviving mosaics from the Chatziandreou basilica form a small
corpus displaying significant characteristics, which express the artistic trends and the
relations between Rhodes and the wider Eastern Mediterranean region. Furthermore,
they create by no means groundless expectation that future systematic research on the
island will bring to light other important mosaics, so giving Rhodes a more important
place in the production of tessellated pavements in this geographical area of exceptional
artistic importance.

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THE CIRCULATION OF CYPRIOT LAMPS IN LATE ROMAN -
EARLY BYZANTINE RHODES, GREECE

During the 3" century there was a rise of imports to Cyprus from thriving lamp
production centers such as Corinth and Athens, which gave Cypriot workshops the
opportunity to start reproducing them quite successfully. After having copied Italian
forms during the 1* century, the Cypriot manufacturers' developed a preference initially
for Corinthian forms and subsequently for Athenian ones (types Broneer XXVII and
XXVIII), as research has already pointed out’. Some of these imitations, among them
products of eponymous Cypriot lamp-makers, reached the market of Rhodes.

Two main studies by Oziol and Bailey, which focused on the lamp collections of
the Cyprus and the British Museum, defined the Cypriot production based on clay
colour, size (which is smaller in relation to their models) and wall thickness. Even though
Cypriot lamps share the same «eggshell» quality with the Corinthian prototypes, they are
not as refined and they look brittle. Their fabric, powdery, yellowish brown and in most
cases non-micaceous, is generally uniform, a characteristic that, as noted, is a distinctive

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feature throughout the island rather than a trademark of a single workshop®. Although
this is not the rule, it appears that by the end of the 4™ century the products become
more micaceous in contrast to the purest and finest examples produced in the 3™
century. In some lamps of later date fabrics vary and a part of them should be
considered imported, as some specific types were also discovered in Syria, raising the
question of whether these were made in Cyprus or in Syria*. A few of the specimens from
the material examined here, dating up to the early 4" century, were slipped, a feature
extremely rare for Cypriot production, as already pointed out by Bailey’. Moreover, it
has been observed that the use of slip on the lamps should not always be considered as a
chronological boundary®.

The turn from the 3" to the 4™ century marks the transition from pierced handles
to solid ones’. The half-pierced handles should be considered as an intermediate stage;
the same feature is attested on Athenian lamps. Later Cypriot lamps have undefined base
rings, signatures are rarely present, while the number of filling-holes are doubled. The
finds from the excavation at Vasa Koilaniou conform to the basic chronological
framework for the dating of Cypriot lamps from the middle of the 3™ century to the
early 4" century®, a period to which most of the Rhodian finds belong, according to their
typological features and their context. Our observations will focus on the Cypriot lamps
found in Rhodes only, and not on Cypriot production in toto. The quality of these lamps
varies, but the rather rare signed examples, some of which will be commented on here,
typify the successful imitations.

Following the Vessberg classification, the Cypriot lamps found in Rhodes from the
period under examination belong mainly in two types, t. 16 and 18, while some others
conform to the t. 14 and 20, group’ that contribute little to the issue of dating, but
provide a common terminology for researchers'.

Type Vessberg 16" includes lamps with panels in low relief. The handle, normally
pierced, has two grooves that merge into one near the base-ring, while the later
examples have solid handles. In this class the lamps IT 988 (MAPKOY) (figs. 1-2) and A
5446 (EATIIZTOY) (figs. 3-4) belong to a form that, as Bailey observed'?, is characterized
by a nozzle projecting further from the perimeter of the shoulder than is usual in
contemporary lamps. Most of the lamps with these features are signed and are dated in
the 3", if not in the early 4" century. The form with the projecting nozzle must have

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been reproduced widely; for example, the archetype of the terracotta mould found at
Pantikapaion, with a chariot on the discus and a laurel wreath on the shoulder", should
be traced back to a lamp of the Cypriot TTAATW/NOC found at Cherson in South
Russia'’. Lamps with the same characteristics should also be considered of Cypriot
origin'’, such as the lamp AHMHTPI[OY], about which skepticism has been raised '°. Apart
from the aforementioned lamps (IT 988, A 5446), another lamp of this form was found in
Rhodes, which was previously considered to be the product of a local workshop'’;
however, our further investigations suggest that the fabric is not that of Rhodes.

The best-known form of Cypriot lamps of the type Vessberg 16 and 18 (or the
intermediate 16-18) is the one decorated with a multi-petalled rosette or scallop-shells on
the disc, with pierced handles and either an undecorated shoulder or more commonly
decorated with herringbone and panels'®. Indicative of the type are lamps A 5188 (figs.
5, 6), [1X 2774, (fig. 7), A 5189 (figs. 8-9). The signature TTAA/T[WNOC]" in two lines, on
the lamp ITX 1528 (figs. 10-11), confirms its Cypriot origin and allows the dating of a
lamp of fine quality, evidently influenced by the thriving Corinthian-Athenian types, to
the 3" century. The lamps IT 2687 (fig. 12) and the IIX 1247 (fig. 13), of distinctly
smaller size, are probably its derivatives®. The excavation report is relatively more
enlightening with regard to the lamp IT 2560 (figs. 14-15), with a signature in two or
three lines on its half preserved base-ring. A coin dated to AD 305-310 found with the
lamp provides an uncertain but relative terminus post quem. The facility of copying
these lamps —most of which are signed and imitations of Corinthian and mainly Athenian
forms— explains their popularity. In most publications these lamps are frequently
confused with their Corinthian/Athenian prototypes, but their manufacturing details, the
clay colour and texture, leave no doubt about their Cypriot origin. The pierced handle is
a token of an earlier date compared to the solid one and the undefined base-ring is later
than the circular grooved base-ring, since in the earlier examples the flat base was
marked by a groove. The dating of these lamps from the mid-3™ to the early 4™ century
is corroborated by the excavation data.

The type Vessberg 18*' is characterized by a limited iconographic repertoire. Its
first subdivision, Vessberg 18/Oziol 18a group, includes spherical lamps and is dated
between the mid-3" and the early 4th century, based on the excavations in the Salamis

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necropolis in Cyprus and more specifically grave 1 of Aghios Sergios™, while the second
group, Vessberg 18/Oziol 18b, is related chronologically to the earthquake of 365,
witnessed by the destruction levels at the sites of Maloutena at Nea Paphos® and at
Kourion*. This second subdivision includes smaller lamps, ovoid, with richly decorated
shoulder, solid handles and a limited iconographic repertoire, usually taken from the
world of public spectacles, with animal fights and chariot racing. Apart from the
racehorse or the horse in parade, the discus is frequently decorated with symbols, for
example a cross or a menorah, although lamps with such religious subjects have not been
found in Rhodes. The largest assemblage of lamps of this subcategory has been
unearthed in southwest Cyprus® and although no traces of workshops have yet been
located, it is strongly believed that cities such as Kourion, Paphos or Amathus should be
considered as lamp-making centres®. This popular in Cyprus subcategory”’ is scarcely
represented in Rhodes; for instance see ITX 2552 (figs. 16-17). In our opinion this is
probably due to the rise of the imports from Athens, along with the gradual growth of
the local Rhodian production, rather than to the decline of commercial activities between
Rhodes and Cyprus during the middle years of the 4™ century. As already noted, the
finer products of this group are signed™.

Finally, the type Vessberg 20 (Dobbins 9, form 3, «en galette», «gallet lamps»
comprises of circular, flat lamps without handles and with the nozzle integrated into the
perimeter of the shoulder; for reference we mention here lamp A 5159 (tigs. 18-19). It

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other lamps originating from Syria have been found in Rhodes™ and this could probably
be interpreted as advocating their Cypriot origin. Besides, the fabric is typically Cypriot.
On the other hand, Lightfoot suggested that the span of this form was limited and that it
was produced in a single lamp-making centre™. Reconsidering the views concerning
their provenance, he mentions that lamps of this form were not found in other islands of
the Aegean. However, taking into account not only the specimens examined here, but
also two published examples, one from Rhodes —today in the Istanbul Museum®- and
one from Cos™, we conclude that such premature opinions should be avoided. Their
dating in the 6™ century is generally accepted”, but it could also extend to the first
decades of the 7" century®®. From the rather limited and monotonous decorative
repertoire of the type Vessberg 20, we distinguish the lamp A 5159, which has a —so far-
rare decorative subject, a panther and an abstract sapling on its discus.

Signed lamps were mentioned briefly above, but their signatures offer grounds for
further comment. First the lamp IT 988 (figs. 1-2) with the signature MAPKOY. Two more
lamps of the same workshop have been found in the Dodecanese, one in Nisyros (MN
280)" and one now in the collection of the University of Lund®. The same signature is
also encountered on two lamps from Cyprus, one from a grave at Cherson, today in the
Hermitage Museum, and one from Tomis (Costanza), in the Bibliotheque Nationale,
Paris''. Although the features of all the above are clearly of Cypriot origin, mainly the

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clay fabric and the base-ring form, neither Oziol nor Karivieri list the workshop among
the Cypriot ones*. On the contrary, we believe that Hellman was right in doing so. What
is more, the decorative subject on the discus of lamp IT 988 —an Eros on a dolphin,
framed by a shrimp, a squid, a crab, a shell and a smaller dolphin-, although known on
lamps of various origins, nonetheless appears with a certain consistency on lamps from
Cyprus®. The dating of this workshop is uncertain, but judging by their typological
features these lamps could not go beyond the end of the 3" or the early 4™ century. All
the aforementioned examples lack any excavation context; even the lamp IT 988 was
collected during the removal of the upper, disturbed, excavation stratum. The lamp
from Cherson was discovered in a grave, along with coins of Constantine the Great and
of Theodosius, but the excavation report did not make clear whether the burials were
consecutive or whether they formed a closed context. Another point that should be made
here is that a workshop of a certain MAPKOY was active in the town of Tomis, located at
Constanza in Romania®™. Even if we cannot rule out completely the possibility of this
lamp-maker being the same person, the Cypriot features of all the aforementioned lamps
compared to the inferior quality of the products of MAPKOY TOMEITH, the signature he
uses on the base-ring makes this improbable.

The unique depiction of the bestiaries, holding a lash and performing acrobatics
over a bear, is found on four lamps from Rhodes with Cypriot traits, A 5446
EAITI/CTO/Y (figs. 3-4), IIX 2042 (fig. 20), IIX 2400, ITX 1235 (fig. 21), while a fifth
lamp with the same scene, today in the collection of the University of Lund, comes from
clandestine excavations in Rhodes or Cnidus®. Three of the five (ITX 2042, A 5446 and
the lamp in Lund) were made in the same mould, while the other two (ITX 2400, ITX
1232) have the same subjects with minor differentiations, probably due to the wear of the
mould. We cannot rule out the possibility that A 5446 —product of the otherwise
unknown Cypriot lamp-maker EATII/CTO/Y- had been used as the archetype for the rest
of them. The relief letter M, which is accompanied, by the incised, signature EATIICTOY,
could possibly referred to a section of the production load (=40), or could be a kind of a
secondary (double) signature. Similar subjects were quite popular in Cyprus, as it is
known that such public spectacles were quite common until at least the 6™ century.

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Consequently, it would be reasonable to suppose that since these five lamps were found
in Rhodes, the workshop of EATIIZTOY might actually be a local Rhodian one. However,
the traits they share with the other Cypriot lamps do not support such a view. As for
Karivieri’s suggestion of a Cnidian provenance’’, we believe this is untenable because the
whitish fabric of the four lamps, along with the lack of slip (no data are given for the
lamp in Lund), are features unknown on Cnidian lamps.

The provenance of the lamp with the signature APXETTOAIC, A 5445 (figs. 22-23) is
even more puzzling. Its features, the colour of the clay fabric and the lack of slip, are
close to Cypriot products. The representation on its discus, a chariot as pars pro toto of
the preference for spectacles and games, is rather unusual for the 3™ or 4" century. Still,
it is surely no coincidence that the same subject is depicted on an almost contemporary
lamp of the Cypriot lamp-maker TTAATWNOC" and on a gemstone from Cyprus*. The
inscription encircling the shoulder of the lamp under discussion should be considered as
a salutation for the victory of the charioteer or the chariot-owner. On the earlier Italian
lamps, the inscriptions on the discus were mostly names of gladiators or of winners in
horse races®. For instance, the name TIPACINOC on the discus of a Cypriot lamp reflects
the preference for a specific racing team”. The gemstone bears the inscription INAC,
probably referring to the same team, with the name slightly modified. A little later,
during the 4™ and 5™ centuries, the Cypriot lamps with the racehorse or the horse
parading still bear inscriptions on their discus, of smaller extent. Two lamps from the
same workshop, with the signature APXE/TIOAI/AOC in the genitive, were found in
burials at Cherson, the first of them accompanied by coins of the 3" century”'; another
one was found at Berenice and another at Isthmia™. It should be noted that Bailey left
unidentified the lamp with the signature .PXE, without even connecting it with the
workshop under examination®. On the other hand, Lindros Wohl argues vaguely for an
Asian provenance for the lamp with the signature APXE/TIOAI/AOC from Isthmia. A
lamp typologically very similar to the one from Isthmia was considered to be of Cypriot
provenance as it was found at Salamis or Kourion, although Bailey expressed the

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opinion that neither the lamp nor the workshop was Cypriot™. The activity of the
workshop with the signature APXETTOAIC or in genitive APXETTOAIAOC, coincides with
relative certainty with the period of the late 3"-early 4" century, as evident from the
context at Isthmia and Cherson. A dating in the above period is confirmed by the rest of
the 3"-century Cypriot lamps that were found together with A 5445 in the excavation of
the Protou plot in Rhodes.

Another well known signature, EPMIANO, was preserved on the lamp IIX 2575
(figs. 24-25). Although lacking any excavation data, its typological traits and decoration
with a palm tree or palmette motif, suggest its dating to the first half of the 4™ century.

The signature I on the lamps A 5189 (figs. 8-9) and A 5169 (figs. 26-27) is
inexplicable. Bailey has already remarked™ that this signature is attested on lamps
originating from Egypt and Cyprus, without ruling out lamps of Asia Minor or other
origin. The ones examined here have Cypriot traits evident in the clay fabric and the
form of the base-ring. The scallop-shell as a discus subject on the lamp A 5189 is very
common in Cypriot products, but not the ship depicted on A 5169. We believe that the
stamp I on a Cypriot lamp from Cherson is misjudged as a planta pedis, a view not
confirmed by the published drawing .

The relief E on the base of A 5188 (figs. 5-6), a good-quality lamp of the early 4"
century, could theoretically belong to the workshops with the signature EIPHAC,
EPMIA[NO], EIPHNAIOC, ETTIK/TAC/TOC.

One of the most popular Cypriot workshops of the 4™-5™ century is identified >’ by
a circular name stamp (EYTH)XHTOC on the base of the lamp ITX 2252 (figs. 16-17). The
popularity of the products of this workshop in the Aegean islands is confirmed by the
lamps found in Samos.

In conclusion, we wish to emphasize the fact that during the 3™ century there is a
broad diffusion of Cypriot lamps into the market of Rhodes, something that should not
be of any surprise. The breadth of this diffusion is clearly evidenced by the presence in
Rhodes of otherwise unknown signatures and decorative subjects. Based on the evidence
from Rhodes, we can only presume that the Cypriot lamps were successfully competing
with the more expensive and finer Corinthian ones not only in Rhodes but also in the
other Dodecanese islands as well, for which we have no evidence so far. The presence of
well known Cypriot lamp-makers, such as the MAPKOY in Nisyros, as mentioned above,
is indicative. We believe that more Cypriot lamps, often confused and classified with the
Corinthian products, are still to be identified in the Aegean islands.

The Cypriot lamps imported to Rhodes confirm the existence of mercantile
transactions between Cyprus and Rhodes during the 2"-3", and the beginning of 4™
centuries, refuting the view that Cypriot lamps were not a commercial product. These
imports could also be evidence of long-standing trading relations, as suggested by the

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small fragments of lamps with pierced handles and without grooves, which could
probably belong to imported Cypriot lamps of the 2" century.

It is worth noting that the Cypriot production succeeded in differentiating its
products from their prototypes, regardless of what these actual prototypes were. Thus,
the view that the number of decorative motifs employed is limited™ should be partially
reconsidered. Moreover, from the beginning of the 4" century onward there was a
gradual decline of Cypriot imports in Rhodes, concurrent with the rise of Athenian
products. Our study has yet to arrive at a theoretical approach that could offer a
satisfactory answer to this divergence other than fashion trends. However, we should not
overlook the fact that the Cypriot lamps were brittle and fragile, and it must have been
difficult for them to compete with the heavier, compact and very attractive Athenian
ones, which during the 4™ century dominated the markets widely, not only that of
Rhodes. Even so, the Cypriot lamps did not disappear entirely from Rhodes, but their
presence continued in lower numbers. We should also bear in mind that from the 5"
century onward, the Cypriot production was in decline®, not only in quantity but also in
quality. Thus, we may assume that late Cypriot lamps, in contrast to other ceramic
products of Cypriot provenance, are rather sporadic in Rhodes after the 5™ century.

Future research on the rest of the Cypriot fine ware, from the 3" century onward,
will probably prove what we are pointing out on the basis of personal observations, but
considering the nature and the bulk of fine ware it is difficult to discuss this in detail
here. Given that the sea routes between Rhodes and Cyprus remained crowded until the
mid-7" century®, the decrease in the imports of Cypriot lamps was not due to any
disruption or decline of the commercial relations between the two islands, as the
presence of Cypriot Red Slip Ware (Late Roman D) in Rhodes is far from negligible.
This means that the trade of lamps should be disengaged from that of fine ware. The
cause is not always discernible and the preference for specific forms created fashions,
while the economic factor played a major role. These conclusions, if ever confirmed, will
not necessarily be valid for the rest of the Dodecanese islands, where, with the exclusion
of Cos, the rescue excavations and the material from them is limited. Differentiations do
exist and we mention here in passing those Cypriot lamps of the 7" century of the type
Vessberg 19% that were found in Calymnos and Leros, but are not in Rhodes. We believe
that the study of the material coming to light from the ongoing rescue excavations will
elucidate even more aspects of typology and dating.
